THE COURTYARD CHATTER

Nev Morgan, our Australian Beach Sprint champion from the 1979 Aussie Titles, owns a race horse called “Rangirangdoo” who started favourite but finished second in a wet track at this years Epsom Handicap.  

Nev has confirmed that the horse was named after one of Charlie Taylor’s songs which he often sang at Courtyard Kegs.  Russell Whitmore received a call from Bart Sinclair enquiring about the origin of the name.  Russell believes it was one of Charlie’s Changi POW camp songs “Rangi Rangi Doo” and referred Bart to Gary Balkin for a few versus.
Now obviously Nev was no slouch on the beach and “Rangi” is also a bolter with results from 11 starts being 6 -3 -2 and earnings totaling $293880.

In case you didn’t read the article in the Courier Mail on 3 October by Bart Sinclair, I have included a partial extract:
Epsom Handicap favourite Rangirangdoo rides on emotion

RAGING Epsom Handicap favourite Rangirangdoo is named in honour of a World War II Changi prisoner of war legend.
Memories of POW Charlie Taylor, who died five years ago aged 86, are fondly rekindled often at his beloved Burleigh Heads Surf Lifesaving Club on the Gold Coast.

And every time Rangirangdoo runs in Sydney, especially this afternoon when he tries for Group 1 glory in the Epsom at Randwick, the Burleigh club TAB is inundated with bets on the five-year-old.

Rangirangdoo is owned by Brisbane businessman Neville Morgan.

Morgan's association with Burleigh goes back to his youth. He was raised in Toowoomba but each weekend and every holiday made the trek to the Coast to perform duties as a lifesaver. He took out the 1978-79 Australian beach sprint title at Trigg Island in Western Australia.

Morgan, like all the members at Burleigh, loved Taylor's company.

"Charlie especially enjoyed the beer nights when we'd all join in the singalong. One of his songs was called Rangirangdoo. It was a ditty he thought up while in Changi," Morgan recalled.

Gary Balkin, one of the Burleigh veterans, came to know Taylor very well, especially in his later life when he opened up about life in Changi.

One of the senior officers in Changi, Adrian Curlewis, later Sir Adrian, was involved in the surf lifesaving movement before he departed for war duties and he came up with an idea to help pass the time and stay positive in the period of horrific internment.

"Charlie told me about 30 lifesavers formed a group to do beach drills and dream of surfing the waves. They called themselves the Changi Surf Club," Balkin said.

The call for Rangirangdoo will be heard long and loud at Burleigh if the five-year-old challenges in the home straight.
PS: In 1979, Grant Hoskins also won Gold in the Open Surf Board competition.
