THE COURTYARD CHATTER
SIGNIFICANT EVENT IN CLUB HISTORY – Titch Forte

At the completion of the forthcoming Annual General Meeting of the BHMP SLSC Old Lifesavers on Saturday 30th October acknowledgment will be made of the imminent 60th anniversary of a near tragedy which helped to shape the clubs history.

On a grey 25th November 1950, a Saturday afternoon, a 21 year old BHMP member Leo Ryan was attacked and mauled by a four metre bronze whaler shark.  He was on a training swim in the surf with five other club mates in big seas off the point about 100 metres or so from the beach. 

The five other members raised the alarm by attracting the attention of the four man beach patrol.  Gavan Horsley, just seventeen years of age at the time and a member of that patrol, immediately donned the rescue belt and went to the aid of his club mate who by this time was fighting for his life.  Attempts were made to launch the clubs surf boat but failed due to the surf conditions.

Despite the heavy seas, the presence of the shark and eminent danger to his own personal safety, Horsley eventually got to Ryan, was able to pick him up, rescue him and with the help of his patrol linesmen and other club members, bring him to shore.  Ryan was bleeding with serious injuries to his left hand, right arm and buttocks but survived.

For valour displayed Horsley was awarded the SLSA’s highest award –the Silver Medallion –and the club received a SLSA Certificate of Merit and Bronze Medallion for the part its members played in the overall rescue.  These awards are on display in the Sports Bar at the clubhouse.

Gavan was also awarded the Clark Medallion from the Royal Humane Society for the most outstanding act of bravery displayed in Queensland that year. 

Both Gavan and Leo, 60 years on, are doing well.

The tradition of family connections continue at Burleigh.  Gavan is an uncle to our Old Lifesavers Vice President Rex and a brother to Rex’s father Bill, a past Club Captain of BHMP SLSC.

Leo Ryan’s sons John and Mike are past active members of the club and were fine lifesavers.  They are still in touch with the club through the Old Lifesavers network.

Lest we forget indeed!
