THE BOAT SECTION - Report from Kelly O’Holloran
Aussie Titles report from the Boaties

 

Welcoming the end of the early (5am!) boat training sessions the Burleigh Ladies boat crew (Renelle Bevan, Alanah Miles, Kelly O'Halloran and Michelle Foster), swept by Brendon Pitman arrived at Kurrawa for the Aussie titles.  Full of anticipation, while Brendon was happy with the girls progress throughout the season, a couple more solid weeks of preparation as a crew together in the boat would have been welcome.
The surf on Thursday the 7th April was large and messy with a strong wind blowing from the south.  After sending out a couple of races and only a couple of boats making it home, the officials decided to run the A grade men and postpone the women's races until after lunch, in the hope the wind would drop.  As expected (by all but the officials:) the wind picked up steadily all morning, and the tide dropped to reveal even dumpier waves on the back bank by midday.
The ladies crew was finally on the line of the Southern arena for their first race of the day around 1pm.  At the sound of the gun they jumped in to a good start at The Aussies 2011.  Rowing well as a crew, they made it out strongly, as Brendon picked the least treacherous path between the dumpers.  Turning the cans in about 4th, the girls were staring to tire.  A wave picked up behind them and the size of it caused the bow person to let out a word that would be shunned on the Surf Girl stage.  Brendon called them to give it everything as the wave picked up the tail of the boat.  Without much time to trail and come back, the boat flipped and the boaties were turned into swimmers and IRB patients.  No serious injuries though, so the girls were all set to go out for their 2nd race of the “Round Robin”.  The Officials decided the southern arena was too messy, so moved all racing to the northern area.  The change of scenery didn't change much for the girls who rolled again (this time on the way out with a boat full of water) to finish their Aussies racing for the season.  The girls are all looking forward to more training next season to better their results.

On Tuesday 5th April, they rowed well in messy conditions and gained some great results.  They seemed to sail over everything the surf threw at them.  They finished their “Round Robin” with a third and two firsts, and then placed first in the next two rounds to cruise through to the Saturday of racing.  They were ranked second out coming into the preliminary quarter final on the Saturday of racing.
The prelim quarter seems to be the race before the quarter final and they race 6 boats to a race with 4 through to the next round.  Unfortunately, the Saturday, wasn’t their day.  They had a bad run off the beach and went under, rather than over, four waves on the way out.  Considering the poor start and the boat full of water, it was a credit to the crew that they got out and back, managing to beat 1 crew putting them into fifth place.  That meant they were disappointingly out of the racing and the usual words ‘That’s Surfboats’ sprang to mind.  Overall, the boys (Richard Hart, Sam Pickett, Todd Thieme, Andrew McIntosh and sweep extraordinaire Brendon Pitman) should be congratulated for being ranked 19th out of about 92 crews at the carnival.
