G’day Bruce,

Thnx for keeping me up to date.

As I don’t get to mix n mingle with the guys too much, thought I’d pass on one or two memories that may or may not be printable.

“Club’s worst Saturday night (that I know of)”. Don’t know why, but I was at the clubhouse on a Sat nite (I think babysitting the juniors) and the following events occurred.

·  L (B) W, half clothed and sporting numerous scratches, raced into the clubhouse with advice the local police sergeant was after him.  An unexpected early arrival home by aforementioned sergeant caught L (B) W and the aforementioned sergeant’s young daughter in a comprising situation in the sergeant’s boudoir.  A speedy leap out of sergeant’s bedroom window into a not too kind, or cushioning, bush explained L (B) W’s condition.  The sergeant did arrive at the club but unfortunately none of us could find L (B) W.
· Peter M and Ken W had a disagreement with a fish & chips proprietor at North Burleigh.  Same proprietor called the police who arrived very quickly (happened to be driving past?). BHMP REDEVELOPMENT
The November BHMP SLSC Surf Club Newsletter “The Pipeline” reports the following:

“The best news in this newsletter is that we have now received our Development Approval from the Council.  It was an extensive application and at times extremely frustrating but we knew that what the Club wanted and needed would eventually be approved as the reports necessary for this approval confirm that our proposed building was achievable.

The time taken to obtain the approval ultimately benefited the Club in that it enabled us to amend our plans from the original ground and first floor concept to that of including a basement which resulted in the building maximising the use of the site.
