This tragic event also fixed the publics attention at the beginning of the surfing season on the service willingly given by many young people and so very often taken for granted.

Letters to the Editor of newspapers urged the public and businesses to be more generous in their support for the movement.
To quote one of Brisbanes more outspoken journalists of the day I quote…
“No one could read the story of last Saturdays shark rescue at Burleigh Heads without taking off your cap to the boys who guard our beaches.

Never having taken part in or even contemplating any act resembling that of a hero, I cannot speak with authority but I should imagine there can be no greater demonstration of courage than to swim out is a cold, grey sea to face a ghastly monster who has just torn your mate to pieces.

It takes a dramatic turn of events like Saturdays to jolt the publics’ conscience into a fuller realisation of our obligations to these youths, who come out of their banks, their department stores and their engineering shops every weekend to guard our beaches with no other weapons than their own stout hearts.”

THE COURTYARD CHATTER
THE COUNTRY CLUB

Here is a story that cannot go untold.  I suspect that this was the birth of the infamous and highly exclusive “Country Club”.  Jim Curry was at our recent R&R Reunion and told me of the following event and has followed it up with the story below..

THE ADVANCETOWN FRESHWATER CLUB

Jim Curry (Bronze No. 24229 – 23/02/1947)

“MY RECOLLECTIONS OF THE ORIGINAL ADVANCE TOWN ADVENTURE AND FORMATION OF “THE ADVANCETOWN FRESHWATER CLUB”.

We were having our normal Sunday morning keg in the Boat Shed at Burleigh.  This was always a special luxury as these were hard times. – a keg of beer was hard to come by.  As a younger member, I wasn’t sure of the graft and corruption to acquire a 5 gallon keg.  It has to be collected at the Ice Works and I had an idea it was partly due to the influence of Tommy Boast.  It all seemed a bit hush-hush.  We tried to make the keg last as long as possible with a few jokes from Victor Downey and maybe a rendition of “I Had To Say Goodbye To Mona” from Jimmy Campbell, whose wife was named Mona but the song was really about a horse.  The two or three beers you may have, always seemed to be the best you had ever tasted and then Victor announced that the keg was empty and he “hadn’t had one yet!”.
As a youngster, we were always suspicious of the old mob.  They knew something we didn’t know and they were getting into a big black car and going somewhere.  Cars were a rarity in those club days.  Barry Hart had a Jeep, Johny Brazier had a Metropolotan Funeral’s Black Car and Dickie Bennett had a demo Singer from work.
I, a 4th year apprentice, had a 2nd hand Morris Minor side valve.  We were not invited to their escapade, but decided to follow the “Big Black Car” in my Morris Minor.  Out through West Burleigh to Mudgeeraba and Nerang on gravel roads.  My crew, to best of my memory (they may deny it) were Ian Ferguson (The Doctor) and Gavan Horsley.  Gavan’s inclusion surprised me and I remembered him being concerned with my driving ability on our return to Burleigh later.
The Big Black Car pulled into the empty parking spot at the closed Advancetown Pub.  No Sunday trading in those days.  Gordon Jacobs, our adopted long time driver of the Luya Julius Pty. Ltd. Truck, which took us down to the coast and back each weekend, ran up the stairs and greeted the lady who was sweeping the stairs.  He asked her what were the chances of getting a beer or a keg.  On getting a negative answer, he offered five pound (₤5).  She shouted “George!!!”, - George appeared from somewhere and in no time we had a key, tap, glasses, etc.

By now we were all pretty thirsty from the dust and memory of the beer we had hours ago.  A quick decision was made and the keg was carried over the road and gently rolled through the barbed wire fence and carried through the bush.  Jack McLean, who was the leader, suddently disappeared.  He had falled down a steep bank onto a grassy patch at the edge of this beautiful flowing creek.  “Down here!!” he shouted.  The keg was gently lowered down the bank and a great afternoon was had be all.

We had novel events in the creek, with inspirational backstroking by Jack McLean.

We all arrived home safely.  There weren’t many cars then and vehicles didn’t lend themselves to high speed.  The mystery of what actually happened  “Out There” became a lure for others and so began the tradition of the annual “Advanvcetown Freshwater Club” outings.
