Thank you for your email today.

I hope all is going well for you.   I think we don’t often realize how lucky we are here, until things like the recent events around the world remind us of our good fortune and wonderful lifestyle here.

Leo was able to go back to his home at Keperra Sanctuary just before Christmas.  It was probably a little earlier than we expected, but he really enjoyed being back within his group of friends and having Christmas there.  Some of the doctors at the hospital wanted to “write him off as a High Care patient” and send him to a High Care facility.    I  told them in no uncertain terms of the hardships he has endured and overcome during his life and that Leo is not a quitter and would do the best he can to get back to the same care level category and to go back to his home.  He proved the “experts” wrong and is now happily back at Keperra.       The Moral is....stick up for yourself and don’t get pushed aside onto the scrapheap....

He has been getting better and his leg is much stronger now and he enjoys daily life there.   He has even ventured out on a bus trip for a picnic.

He has not yet been game to try out his “scooter” and that may take a little while longer. Although, it may be a case of several of the residents going out in a “convoy” to the local shops, to keep each other company and safety in numbers. That would be quite a sight !!!

He is hoping to come down to Burleigh on the 6th August, when his brother-in-law, Neil Roggenkamp, ( Burleigh old boy)  is having his 90th Birthday party at the surf club.   I may have to get my brother John, to bring Leo down for the day, as I think I may still be in the US at that time.
