WORKFORCE – CALL TO ARMS – Sunday 6 September 2009

I know that the date is a long way off but we need to identify members who are willing to form a Workforce for a great cause.
Ian Findlay (Trevor Hardies son-in-law) who has recovered from Parkinson’s disease following a new and remarkably successful operation is wishing to put something back into the system which supported him by organizing a surf swim day as a fundraising event to support Parkinson’s Queensland Inc.  The chosen date is Sunday September 6th and the day will commence at 6.30 am.  The programme, which will involve swimmers in Masters, Open and "Back of the Pack" classes is expected to attract a field of 400-500 swimmers.

Ian has done a great deal already in the sponsorship area.  The day will be a great one as a community and PR exercise and in view of this, and Ian’s relationship within the club, BHMP has agreed to support it. 

To support the day, the Old Lifesavers have been asked to supply twelve - fourteen members to form “The Workforce”.
 

It is expected that the group’s working day would start at 4.30am-5am with the events starting at 6.30 am and finishing 10.30am-11am.  Some volunteers will also be required on Saturday afternoon to ensure that all the gear necessary for an early morning set up has arrived and to also to have a drink at the Club.  This will, of course, also occur on Sunday afternoon.
 

In comparison with the other workforce assignments we have fielded, the work load would be low with set up of two or three marshalling tents, maybe one extra for presentations, moving the tents three – four times, perhaps a little bunting and turnstile stewarding.  A "crack(er)" starter for the events is also required as well as an experienced radio operator.

If you think you will be available to assist on the day, please advise me as soon as possible as we must confirm with the Surf Club that we can provide a WorkForce.  I am sure that accommodation will be available at the Club House, if required.
CONGRATULATIONS  - VICTOR ALAN DOIG, OAM
The recent Australia Day honours list included the awarding of a Medal of the Order of Australia (OAM) to Victor Alan Doig for his services to surf lifesaving through the promotion of a new resuscitation method and to engineering.
Alan gained his Bronze Medallion with Burleigh Heads Mowbray Park SLSC on
 31 December 1950.  

As secretary of the board of examiners, Alan was part of the Resuscitation Committee formed in 1958 and chaired by Jack Dearlove, State Superintendant.  This was the start of a 5year period of research to achieve the complete endorsement and introduction to SLSA of the expired air techniques.

From 1963, Alan was secretary of SLSQ for 7yrs, and was heavily involved with the introduction and recognition of first aid rooms, club first aid officers, and the display of the modified St. John insignia.

In 1969, Alan and Jack Dearlove received a PRIORY VOTE OF THANKS from ST. JOHN AMBULANCE.

Alan and his high profile doctor son have been heavily involved in First Aid and Resuscitation, to this date.

SLSQ first ARC course was run at BHMP SLSC under the authority of Alan Kennedy with several of us Burleigh members getting our ARC and Alan's ARC being numbered Q1.

Congratulations, Alan Doig OAM keep up the good work.
